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Rules of Practicing Engineering
INTRODUCTION

Engineering is an important and learned profession. As a professional one is expected to maintain high standard of honesty and integrity. Engineers are highly valuable

to society. In fact it determines the quality of life people live in the society. Ethical obligations are necessary in order for engineers to carry out their profession. Some of the obligation engineers must adhere to is honesty, impartiality, fairness, and equity, and must be dedicated to the protection of the public health, safety, and welfare. The moral obligation of our profession is to maintain high standard of professional behavior that requires adherence to the highest principles of ethical conduct.
Engineering Practice and the Codes

The application of ethical principles requires judgement. There are several professional duties engineers are required to fulfill. Some of them are: 

A. Hold paramount the safety, health, and welfare of the public.
 1) Engineers shall approve only those engineering documents that are in conformity with  applicable standards.

  2) Engineers shall not reveal facts, data, or information without the prior consent of the client or employer except as authorized or required by law or this Code.

    3) Engineers having knowledge of any alleged violation of this Code

shall report thereon to appropriate professional bodies and, when

relevant, also to public authorities, and cooperate with the proper

authorities in furnishing such information or assistance as may be

required.

B. Perform services in all area of competence. 

          1)Engineers shall undertake assignments only when qualified by

          education or experience in the specific technical fields involved.

          2) Engineers shall not affix their signatures to any plans or documents
          dealing with subject matter in which they lack competence, nor to

          any plan or document not prepared under their direction and

           control.

          3) Engineers may accept assignments and assume responsibility for

           coordination of an entire project and sign and seal the engineering

           documents for the entire project, provided that each technical

           segment is signed and sealed only by the qualified engineers who

            prepared the segment.

C. Act as faithful agents to clients:
Engineers must address their client with utmost priority. He must understand their needs and cater to his interests. It is important on engineer’s part to disclose all their potential strength that might influence client’s interest on the quality of service provided by them i.e. falsely representing their potential in order to extract money from the client is an act of cheating. This will not only result in a negative impression on the client but will also dishonor the profession. 
                 Engineers are responsible for maintaining confidential information  

            relating to the work or knowledge of their employer or client (or former employer  

           or client). An engineer must also refrain from using that information for another   

           purpose that is to his or her personal benefit. An engineer may, however, disclose  

           confidential information after gaining permission from the client as indicated by  

           the codes. It is recommended that this permission be obtained in writing.

D. Issue public statements in an objective and truthful manner:

Engineers must be loyal to the public. They should issue reports that are objective and truthful. Manipulating with professional report and falsely representing them to the public endangers integrity and lives of people. For example, a civil engineer uses cheap material to construct a dam. However, his reports confirm that constructing the dam evolved high quality material. Later, the dam collapses killing thousands along with it.
      Engineers should avoid issuing statements, criticism and arguments under the influence of interested parties from whom he has taken money. This not only violates the standard of professional ethics but also disgraces the profession. People lay their trust on engineers and it is high standard of professionalism to cater their trust.
