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Speech freedom is the ability to speak in public without being afraid of a punishment. Its also the ability to accept and listen to the new ideas. If you think that all the civilization that humanity have reached is the outcome of the new ideas that weren’t even popular at that time, then you will realize that speech freedom is among the most important things in the world.

Old societies have been always suspicious toward new ideas and that what drew them back form development. The church, for example, was suppressing any new ideas that contradict the bible which lead to a collision between the church and science. The revolution against the church has opened a wide path for science but it lead to sinking of moral decency. Since the cold war, some governments tended to control the media and suppress some facts and spread their own propagation to mislead the public. In the modern world, dictating and oppression has spread significantly. As the ways of communication have developed, so did the ways of suppression. At this time, there are more than 60 people in jail because they have criticized their governments through the internet. Recently, even the pioneers of freedom have penetrated their own bill of rights that guarantees people’s right to speak in order to serve their interests.
Electronic censorship simply means the ability to block and hide information that is not approved by some organization or government. Blocking information can lead to revolution and radicalism such as mutiny and hacking. When people abuse the power that is given to them they will have the ability to control information. That means they can let the people to know only what they approve and let the people live in ignorance.
Many powerful political organizations and governments have introduced highly effective filtering systems to block internet sites, China for example has from 30000 to 50000 employees patrolling the web looking for websites to block. As the greatest nation to ever use the internet (over 200 million people) blocking information can be a serious crime against all these users.

Around the world people got arrested for expressing themselves, criticizing their governments or these filtering systems.

In China, a sum of 60 people was arrested in a peaceful rally titled “Great Firewall of China”.
Some major corporations are being attacked for revealing information about their users and cooperating with the Chinese government to give secret information. Yahoo for example has turned over many journalists for criticizing official corruption. Google has collaborated with the government to produce a “Chinese Friendly” web services. And many other major corporations that gave up morality for financial income.
There are many other countries that adapt the filtering ideals such as Iran, Vietnam, Tunisia, Turkey, Syria and of course Saudi Arabia, for many of these countries we know well and surround us.

Even the nations of the west implement some nominal censorship such as Finland, Sweden, UK, Canada, France, Germany, Italy and the US.


E-Spying is keeping the internet under the surveillance of some organizations to keep track of their users’ activities.
The FBI abuses their jurisdiction in the US and practice this activity in a random manner. They collect intelligence form e-mails, telephone calls, chat rooms and blogs. Under this law, anyone can be under the scope and can be arrested, they can even get personal information that violates privacy and infiltrates security.
Some surrounding countries –who we know all too well- do that like Iran, Egypt and Syria. They set their traps all over the net to catch bloggers and independent thinkers.

Some exceptions that some may think that censorship and spying can be critical are matters of national security, sexual content, child abuse, parental advisory and crime fighting. But the immoral issue in my opinion was not the censorship’s or spaying concepts, but misusing the power to implement them immorally is the concern. It is known to us as Muslims not to look or search for people’s mistakes and punish them, and that is spying. If we see an immoral act we correct it immediately or give a sinner the time to repent and feel remorse. In order to implement this concept in a right way (in my humble opinion) is to put suspects under this kind of surveillance and choose the suspects randomly, this might cause people to radicalism and opposition to authority.
As free human beings, we have an obligation to educate other nations about the value of freedom. Because if you take away the freedom of the people, they will explode some time and retrieve their right and that may cause them to loose their morals. And if you let them be in the darkness knowing nothing but a program in someone’s agenda, they will loose their humanity; you might as well call them a herd of sheep.
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
