
Projects Guidelines for SE 447


There are three kinds of projects that can be conducted in this course. The type of projects are:

1. Practical application of a tool or a technique learned in this course, example could be use of stochastic dominance to screen Saudi companies in the stock market.

2. Programming a technique or tool taught in this course, example of this is developing an interactive program for utility construction and its use for decision-making.

3. Library search on a topic discussed in the course. This type of projects is discouraged. Only few students will be allowed to do such a project.

Projects can be done individually or in teams. Teams are preferred, however in rare cases individual projects will be allow. Six weeks prior to the end of the term teams must be formed and a one-page project proposal must be submitted.  The proposal must include the following:

1. Team members

2. Project Title.

3. Project Objectives.

4. Methodology.

5. Data needed for the project.

6. Expected Outcomes
